all of a minute and forty-five seconds out
probably not even that.They said, coming
to the stage Walter, they didn't even get
to my last name.They said Walter and they
started booing. | hadn't even come from
behind the curtain.| wasn't even visible yet
and they started booing.So | got on stage,
did like two jokes and they booed. One guy
stood up and started cussing at me.”"Man,
get your butt of the stage.” So | ended

with a classic line from Russell Simmons,
“Thank you for coming out, God Bless and
goodnight, my name is Walter Campbell,”
and then | got off the stage. Simore took
me to the side that night and she said,
“Baby, don't ever let them push you off
stage.You're going to be in this business

a long time because you know when to
get the hell up off that stage.| was mad
afterwards and | said,”Okay I'm coming
back.”Maybe three months later,| came to
the same club and got a standing ovation.
